Implementacion de Oracle RAC 11gR2 sobre e-Business  Suite R12

Introduccién

El objetivo de este articulo es presentar un correcto procedimiento de cémo realizar una
implementacién de Oracle RAC 11gR2 (11.2.0.3) en un ambiente e-Business Suite R12
(12.1.1). Tanto la capa de Base de Datos como de aplicacion estan sobre una plataforma
Oracle Linux 5.7 de 32 bits.

El escenario consistird en migrar la base de datos actual de e-Business Suite a una
configuracién Oracle RAC, convirtiendo la solucion del ERP de single node a multinodo.
Single Node es cuando los componentes de Base de Datos y de aplicacion se encuentran
en el mismo servidor, mientras la configuraciébn multinodo los componentes se encuentran
en servidores distintos.

Actualmente nuestra Base de Datos del e-Business Suite esta montada sobre una version
11.2.0.3 cuyos datafiles se encuentran en filesystems EXT3 y sera migrado hacia storage
en ASM.
